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When should | revise?

In order to revise effectively, you have to think hard. Thinking hard is tiring. Therefore,
when you revise, you should choose a time when you find it easiest to focus. This
should be a time when you are well-rested and when you are used to working.

Managing your time when revising

To help you with we are going to try the Pomo techniques. The pomo technique can
help you manage your time and work on a task without distractions. It is also beneficial
as it helps you become more disciplined and think about your work. The technique is
designed to combat multitasking and improve concentration. For example an hour of
revision could look like this:

Avoid answering the questions in your head: research shows that when you read a question and answer it

in your head, you aren't actually testing your knowledge effectively. Say the answer out loud or write it
down before checking it against the card, so you are truly testing if you can explain the answer properly

Flash card top tips

* The most effective flashcards include one Fromt
question followed by one answer (or one
term followed by one definition).

* Don’t force your brain to remember a
complex wordy answer. It’s easier for your Back
brain to process simpler information so split N o
up your longer questions into smaller, sea level
simpler ones.

*  You will end up with more flashcards this way
but your learning will be a lot more effective.
